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PETRA IS COMING TO DAYTON

Celebrating Our 15th Anniversary and the Release of 'Petra Hope', their First CD Project in Two Decades.

Petra was formed in 1972 in Fort Wayne, Indiana, by
guitarist Bob Hartman. The band’s name is Greek for “rock”
- informing the foundation of our Christian faith and the
genre of Christian music they share. In an era when Christian
rock was controversial, Petra boldly and steadfastly shared the
joyous message of Jesus with a generation that was hungry to
find meaning in their music. Today’s Petra members include:

John Schlitt: John joined the band in 1986, replacing Greg
X. Volz who departed to pursue a solo career. John grew
up in Pulaski, Illinois and graduated from the University
of Illinois with a Civil Engineering degree, but always
had a love of music. He took the job of lead singer with
secular rock band Head East. While there, John developed
a drug and alcohol addiction that led to his release from
the group. On the verge of suicide, John’s wife Dorla, who
was a Christian, encouraged him to talk with her pastor.
He accepted Jesus as his Lord and Savior and with God’s
help was able to kick his addictions before being picked
up by Petra as frontman in 1986. With his dynamic voice,
Petra entered their most commercially successful era.

Founder Bob Hartman: Bob was born in upstate New
York. He spent most of his childhood growing up in

Bryan, Ohio. He bought his first guitar at 13 with money
he earned mowing lawns, teaching himself to play through
music books and by ear. By 14, he had started his first
band. At 20, he became a Christian—a decision that would
shape the course of his life and career. He graduated from
Bowling Green State University in 1972 with a bachelor's
degree in psychology before enrolling in a two-year Bible
program at Christian Training Center in Fort Wayne,
Indiana. It was out of that ministry that Petra was born.

John Lawry: John served as keyboardist for Petra
from 1984 to 1994. He reunited with Hartman and
other band members to perform under the name
of Classic Petra from 2010 to 2012 before rejoining
Hartman and Schlitt as a current member of Petra.

Greg Bailey: Greg began his musical career playing in
orchestra, jazz bands, and rock groups while studying
Electrical Engineering. In 1995, after graduating from
Grove City College in Pennsylvania, Bailey moved
to Nashville where he toured with Michael English
(among others) and played cello for Sixpence None the
Richer. He joined Petra as their bass player in late 2001.

Cristian Borneo: Cristian was born in Argentina, he joined
Petra in 2013 as their drummer; however he began playing
with the band during 2010 filling in for Paul Simmons
during several reunion shows.

Over the years, Petras influence on Christian rock is
immeasurable. They paved the way for countless bands,
proving that faith and rock music could coexist powerfully.
With over 10 million albums sold, four Grammy Awards, and
numerous Dove Awards, Petra’s legacy is unmatched to this day.
